Headspace is in Bendigo 
Headspace provides support, information and assistance for young people aged 12 to 25 years who are 
going through a tough time.   They aim to provide support as early as possible, so young people can  
access this service whether they feel their problem is really small or really big.   Many young people go 
to Headspace are if they are: 
•  feeling depressed or anxious, 
•  feeling like they are not coping, 
 not sleeping well or sleeping too much,  
 finding it hard to concentrate or make decisions, or  
 felling alone or that no-one understands them. 
 
Young people receive free support from a range of professionals including youth workers, sexual health 
workers, social workers, and alcohol and other drug workers. These workers are skilled in listening to 
young people and can help them to identify problems, define goals and achieve creative solutions to is-
sues. 
 
Headspace also supports parents and carers of young people. They have great   
information and tip sheets on their website at www.headspace.org.au.
